She ld/@ecretly
dress in feminine clothing, which she hid in heetfort, until
her mother found her stash and directed her irgontinistry
to “save his soul from hell.”

There were periods in Allison’s life in which shengiinely
clung to her fundamentalist beginnings, denying her
femininity and true self. However, this ultimatedyoved far
too stressful to bear for long periods. After gddilures at
marriage, Allison eventually married Suzanne. THeve
held them close for over 13 years. By then, Alismad three
grown children from a previous marriage, and twaing
children with Sue.

Allison’s life-altering decision to find strengtb become her
true self finally came to fruition with the UUCS38hom she

After
receiving a fine arts degree from the Universityafssachusetts
at Boston, she earned her graduate degree in domogla
therapy from the University of Southern CalifornMarianne
has been an occupational therapist for 12 yearsspadt more
than five years earning her certification as a hémetapist,
specializing in treating the entire upper extrenfity various
types of dysfunction caused by disease or injury.

Her career choice was inspired by her disabled &urate (for
whom 8-year-old daughter Sage Grace is named). (& a
very spiritual woman and a bilateral amputee abtine knee.
She valued her therapist, and their relationshgweld me what
therapy can do both physically and spiritually,” Mdane
recalls.

Growing up Catholic in Boston, Marianne never égtnfortable
with the church’s values. She veered away from rimgal



religion but began to think about it again whileanl2-step
addiction recovery program. “Looking for a highewer led
me to look into Buddhism and meditation,” she sdysvas
looking for guidance; | went to various tea cereresrand
meditated with a monk but didn’t really join a conmnity.”

By the time she visited UUCSJS nearly two years, ago
Marianne had nearly given up on finding a spiritual
community for her and her daughter. She saysas l@oking

for a community that would allow us the freedorrdiscover
our own personal truths -- that wouldn’t tell usawko believe
and worship, but that would allow us to learn anovg | feel
this church is exactly what we were looking for.”

As part of her own journey, Marianne is proud tdenthat
she’s been in recovery for nearly 10 years. SHeaftends
meetings to serve as support for those newly recoyérom
addiction. “I want to be there, opening doors fdheos,
making them feel welcome, and showing them what's
possible,” she says, adding “There are a lot oftimge in this
area but it would be good to start one here forpfeeavho
don’t want to focus on God as part of their recgver

Marianne and Sage share a deep commitment to arighis
that includes activism and a commitment to a diat is vegan
(for Marianne) and vegetarian (for Sage). They wrgkiing,
travel, art, music, and theater. Sage, creativk erergetic,
sings and had a role in a recent community prodoaifit's a
Wonderful Life staged at Atlantic Cape Community College.
Marianne also enjoys writing and photography ang she is
currently working on a memoir about her time of iatdn
and her recovery.

Marianne moved to South Jersey from Los Angeledtla |

but thankfully, fate had other plans. Now, Marianfeels
more rooted in South Jersey than she has anywlhsséneher
life.
